Cashflow continues to be difficult. Improvements have been made in collecting debts and reducing expenses
Outstanding payment to Ben Griffin, do nothing with this until we resolve the $10k Caversham issue

Repayment of NZOC/Caversham money, letter has been sent by JRL

Cabbage Tree outstanding invoice now reflect the proper amount owed. 

QAST invoice will be the largest outstanding, as Ultimate has now been reduced and a final payment will be made before the end of June.

FIS money received by SSNZ discussed.  Previously FIS money when received was split between the sports but not done same way since restructuring of SSNZ.  RP will provide a breakdown of how the FIS money has been allocated.
David Howden reported that at the FIS meeting the FIS were not prepared to entertain more discussion regarding the decision to delay the implementation of the Golden Bib prize for the AUS or NZE winner of the ANC series until 2010.  Result is that Tim Cafe will now not get the benefit of winning prize in 2008 and will now only apply from the 2009 series.  David advised that Canada but not the USA had asked for extended quotas for NZ FIS or ANC races.   
Coaches must communicate any financial information to JRL, system in place with NST and NDT utilizing a Trust account

Snowvision Funds 09/10 funds were used in April to clear up outstanding debts.  There are still funds from the “Black on Track” function at “The Hills”.  These funds will be used for the “National” team.  In particular theses funds can be used to assist in covering the coaching salaries short fall

Team Selection:   "Team" selection recommendations made by selectors and reviewed by the High Performance Alpine Committee.   Selection recommendations approved by the Board as  follows: National Ski Team: Only one Athlete meets the criteria to be selected to “The National Team” and that is Ben Griffin.  Tim Café is the next closest in FIS points and will be a “training” partner.  “The Development Team” is Richard Stevens, Adam Barwood, Nick Prebble, Jamie Prebble, Finlay Neeson, Harriet Miller-Brown, Allie McGlinn, Taylor Rapley, Harrison Steedman, Charlotte Newbold, and Virginia Orange.
Future Selection. There is a gap in our system between the current “National Team” selection criteria and the Development Team” where athletes require recognition and this will assist them in obtaining support.  fall.  JRL to discuss with selectors and HP a committee making recommendations for the restructuring of the National Team structure with the view that there may be A, B and C National Teams with their own selection criteria.  Need for the selection criteria to be developed ASAP as selection criteria need to be published ahead of time.  They are to also consider recommending adoption of an athlete injury rule.   

Northern Hemisphere programs – JRL to put together with coaches

Members Issues:  National points discussed JRL to discuss with Ian Smith and NTC members the reintroduction of National Points for this season.

Discussed possibility of funding for a self timer or NASTAR type racing to attract more interest to the sport and grow the base.  
Future Plan, Model Athlete Pathway– Long discussion.  Similar to AIM but need to make it relevant and applicable to NZ athletes, parents and coaches.   JRL to discuss this further with Peter Sanford and Mike Gould for them to make changes they wish to the revised first draft.   

2009/10 Calendar:  Southern Cross Cup Tony G made a presentation regarding proposal to hold an FIS International Children’s Race in NZ commencing in 2010.  He is presently carrying out a financial feasibility study and will report back further.
