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NEW ZEALAND NATIONAL SKI TEAM PROGRAMME (NST) 

Overview 

(a) The NST is a high performance program, designed to select New ZealandÕs best 
performing racers and provide them with enhanced training and competitive 
programmes that will assist them in meeting their goals as high performance 
athletes. 

(b)  The major athletic goal of the NST program is to field an internationally 
successful team at the highest levels of ski racing. 

(c) Factors such as the financial and human resources available to SRNZ for the 
operation of the team may limit the size of the NST.  

(d)  It is the intent of SRNZ to develop an increasingly competitive team over the 
next Olympic quadrennial. Selection guidelines will therefore progressively move 
toward international standards during the next 4 years.  

(e) All ÒAÓ, ÒBÓ, or ÒCÓ status athletes will be considered to be a member of the New 
Zealand National Ski Team (NST). 

(f)  It is the intent of SRNZ to adopt a performance based fee structure dependent 
upon athlete team status ÒAÓ, ÒBÓ, or ÒCÓ.  The specifics of this fee structure will 
be dependent upon available resources and final team composition. 

Selection Process 
NST Selection Policy 2008/09 Season
 

(g)  Primary NST Selection Period 

(i)  The selection guidelines are considered to be the minimum standard. 
Meeting the guidelines does not guarantee selection to the NST, but 
does provide an opportunity to be evaluated through the selection 
process. 

(ii)  Athlete nominations must be received by SRNZ no later than April 7, 
2008.  Nomination forms may be downloaded from the SRNZ website. 
http://skiracing.org.nz   

(iii)  All athletes recommended for selection will be required to submit a 
signed athlete agreement by April 7, 2008 in order to be eligible for team 
selection. Team selections will be announced by SRNZ on or before May 
7th. 

(iv)  Selected athletes will retain NST status for the term May 7, 2008 thru 
April 30, 2009 unless terms of the athlete agreement have not been met  



 

 

(h)  Secondary NST Selection Period 
 

(i)  Should financial and human resources be available SRNZ reserves the 
right to accept additional athlete nominations following the Southern 
hemisphere competition season. 

(ii)  Nominated athletes must have demonstrated that they are capable of 
meeting relevant selection criteria thru the Southern Hemisphere 
competition season. 

(iii)  Athlete nominations must be received by SRNZ no later than October 1, 
2008.  Nomination forms may be downloaded from the SRNZ website. 
http://skiracing.org.nz   

(iv)  All athletes recommended for selection will be required to submit a 
signed athlete agreement by October 1 2008 in order to be eligible for 
team selection. Team selections will be announced by SRNZ on or before 
October 27th. 

 
(v)  Selected athletes will retain NST status for the term October 27, 2008 

thru April 30, 2009 unless terms of the agreement have not been met.  

(b)  A subcommittee of the SRNZ High Performance Committee will be selected to 
evaluate/rank athletes.  The selection committee will be comprised of:  

(i)  SRNZ General Manager (Non- voting Chairperson) 

(ii)  SRNZ National Team Coach 

(iii)  SRNZ National Development Team Coach 

(iv)  WPP Representative 

(v)  Regional Coach Representative 

(c) The selection committee will evaluate each athlete in the following areas:  

(i)  Results/Rankings  

(ii)  Physical Conditioning  

(iii)  Commitment to the Sport  

(iv)  General Mental Attitude  

(v)  Athletic Potential 

(d)  The selection committee will render a recommendation to the SRNZ Board based 
on the above evaluation. 

 



 

 

Selection Criteria  

(a) All selection criteria are applicable to the 2008-09 season, and all rankings are 
based on performance in identified 2007-08 races and last FIS list from the 
2007-08 season. (Published late April, 2008) 

(b)  ÒAÓ Status 

(i)  Men’s Criteria 2008-09  

 
A. A FIS World ranking of 275 or better in SL, GS or SG; or 

B. A FIS World Ranking of 225 or better in DH and less than 40 FIS 
points in SL, GS or SG. 

(ii)  Women’s Criteria 2008/09  

A. A FIS World ranking of 225 or better in SL, GS or SG; or 

B. A FIS World Ranking of 175 or better in DH and less than 45 FIS 
points in SL, GS or SG; or 

(iii)  Any athlete (Men/Women) scoring World Cup points during the 2007 -08 
season; or 

(iv)  Any athlete (Men/Women) with 3 or more top 25 Europa Cup finishes, or 
3 or more top 12 Nor Am Cup finishes, or any combination of top 25 
Europa Cup finishes and top 12 Nor Am Cup finishes totalling 3 or more. 

(c)  ÒBÓ Status 

(i)  Men’s Criteria 2008-09  

A. A FIS World ranking of 375 or better in SL, GS or SG; or 

B. A FIS World Ranking of 325 or better in DH and less than 45 FIS 
points in SL, GS or SG.  

(ii)  Women’s Criteria 2008/09  

A. A FIS World ranking of 325 or better in SL, GS or SG; or 

B. A FIS World Ranking of 225 or better in DH and less than 55 FIS 
points in SL, GS or SG; or 

(iii)  Any athlete (Men/Women) with 5 or more top 3 2007 -08 ANC Cup 
finishes; or 

(iv)  Any athlete (Men/Women) with 1 or more top 25 Europa Cup finishes, or 
2 or more top 12 Nor Am Cup finishes, or any combination of top 25 
Europa Cup finishes and top 12 Nor Am Cup finishes totalling 2 or more 

(d)  ÒCÓ Status 

(i)  Men’s Team Criteria 2008/09  

A. Senior Athletes 

(1)  Athletes with less than 40 points in SL or GS; or 



 

 

(2)  Athletes with less than 65 points in SG; or 

(3)  Athletes with less than 95 points in DH and either of the 
following less than 60 points in SL or GS or less than 85 
points in SG; or 

B. Junior Athletes 

(1)  World rank by age or younger of 425 or less in SL or GS 
or 

(2)  World rank by age or younger of 375 in SG or 

(3)  World rank by age or younger of 225 in DH and one of 
the following less than 70 points in SL or GS or less than 
95 points in SG  

C. All Athletes 

(1)  One or more top 25 finishes at the previous World Junior 
Championships. 

(ii)  Women’s Team Criteria 2008/09  

A. Senior Athletes 

(1)  Athletes with less than 40 points in SL or GS; or 

(2)  Athletes with less than 65 points in SG; or 

(3)  Athletes with less than 95 points in DH and one of the 
following less than 60 points in SL or GS or less than 85 
points in SG; or 

B. Junior Athletes 

(1)  World rank by age or younger of 325 or less in SL or GS 
or 

(2)  World rank by age or younger of 225 in SG; or 

(3)  World rank by age or younger of 125 in DH and one of 
the following less than 75 points in SL or GS or less than 
95 points in SG 

C. All Athletes  

(1)  One or more top 25 finishes at the previous World Junior 
Championships. 

Note: 

J1 age athletes will be evaluated on World J1 ranking, not World ranking by age and below
